| hope you have all been able to celebrate our
Lord’s resurrection on Easter morning!

Jesus’ victory over death in rising from the
dead is an essential belief of Christianity. As St. Paul
“3 If there is
no resurrection of the dead, then not even Christ has
been raised. * And if Christ has not been raised, our
preaching is useless and so is your faith..” (1 Cor
15:13+14)

No leader of any other world religion, other than Christianity, has
come to earth in human form, but in Christianity, God became flesh in the

says in his First Letter to the Corinthians,

form of His Son, Jesus Christ.

No other leader of any other world religion has ever paid the penalty
humanity owes God for our sins — but God’s Son, Jesus did take upon Himself
all the sins of all the people of the world for all of time — taking the penalty
we each owe God for our sins — Jesus did this and suffered the agony of
separation from God as He suffered for our sins.

No other leader of any other world religion had died and conquered
death by rising to new life — no other leader has or ever will! But God’s Son,
Jesus has!

Jesus rose triumphant from the grave on Easter morning. Jesus was
seen on eleven occasions following His resurrection, on one of those
occasions by 500 people! Jesus’ resurrection was no illusion. He was seen in
a physical body — but not a body quite the same as the one He inhabited prior
to His resurrection because He was able to come into a room — even though
the door was locked. He ate breakfast, of fish, with His disciples by the Sea of
Galilee. He came and went from gatherings with His disciples and was not
limited, as we all are, by our physical bodies.

When the disciple Thomas had heard that in his absence, Jesus



had come to see the disciples in an upper room, although the door was
locked “for fear of the Jews”, Thomas said to the other disciples that unless
he could put his finger into the nail holes in Jesus’ hands and put his hand
where Jesus had been speared in His side, Thomas declared that he would
not believe in the resurrection of Jesus from the dead. Then, when Thomas
was with the other disciples, Jesus did come through locked doors — He just
suddenly appeared and He knew of Thomas’ conversation and mind set, that
he had declared that he would not believe in the resurrection until he saw
Jesus for himself. This is how St. John recorded this incident: ” A week later
His disciples were in the house again, and Thomas was with them. Though
the doors were locked, Jesus came and stood among them and
said, “Peace be with you!”?’ Then He said to Thomas, “Put your finger here;
see my hands. Reach out your hand and put it into my side. Stop doubting

and believe.”®

Thomas said to Him, “My Lord and my God!”

“My Lord and my God!” This is to be the response of every person
who eventually comes to faith that Jesus Christ is the Son of God, the Saviour
of the world — “My Lord and my God!”

Even though we may not have physically seen Jesus, because we live
nearly 2000 years later, St. John records Jesus saying of us: “Blessed are
those who have not seen and yet have come to believe.” (John 20:29)

Christians meet to worship God on the “first day of the week”
because each Sunday of the year, we celebrate the resurrection of our Lord
and Saviour, Jesus Christ.

May God guide us all as we seek to live lives faithful to Him in all
we do.

Christ is risen! Alleluia! He is risen, indeed! Alleluia!

KEN'S CORNER (by Ken Newell)

| am not a medico, so the following is bound to be inaccurate in a number of
places - but | hope it is sufficient for you to understand something of my
thinking.

A BROKEN LEG OR TWO

We are all familiar with the Gospel readings of the Crucifixion, and the
mention there that Pilate's permission was sought, to break the legs of the
three people crucified. It can raise a question in our minds, as to why they
wished to do that.

The answer is medical. When a person is crucified, there are only two
positions that can be adopted. One way is to hang from the hands - which is
fairly obvious. The nails through the hands are the support relied on in this
position. The other position is to stand - also relying on nails for support. It
would not be possible to stay in either position for very long, because of the
strain of supporting all of the body weight in a way never previously
encountered.

Our lungs are surrounded by a membrane, within the rib cage. There is a
space available for the lungs to expand into, as we inhale. Hanging from the
hands results in a liquid collecting in this space. This is a function of the way
our bodies work. As the fluid collects, it takes up more and more of the
lungs' expansion space. Death must result, from the lack of oxygen. Breaking
the legs means the reduction of two possible positions from two, to one - and
that position must prove to be fatal, in a relatively short time.

The liquid in the chest is the "water" which flowed out with blood, when His
side was pierced.

As a footnote, | add my personal view that the nails were not placed through
the hands, as many paintings show. If they were, the weight of the body
would cause the nails to tear through the flesh, going towards the knuckles,
and then on to the point at the base of the fingers. There is a total lack of
bone or cartilage there to hold the weight of the body. So the nails would
have been driven through the wrists - a very painful process, as anybody who
has had Carpal tunnel problems can imagine.
